In the original setting of Einstein’s ‘Wonder Year’ 1905:

The world’s first Einstein Museum inaugurated in Bern

Since 1st February 2007 Bern has become an even richer tourist attraction: the first “Einstein Museum” anywhere in the world has been opened on the upper floor of the Historisches Museum Bern. 

Albert Einstein was living in Bern when, during his ‘wonder year’ 1905, he created his famous formula E=mc2 and revolutionized our ideas about space and time with his Theory of Relativity. The story of the life of the great physicist reflects the history of the world in his time. And now, in the city where his greatest breakthroughs were made, the life and work of Bern’s most famous inhabitant is being permanently celebrated in the world’s first dedicated “Einstein Museum”.

Over 200 objects, manuscripts, documents and film clips illustrate Einstein’s life and the history of his time in a lavish display. Experiments and a virtual journey through the cosmos explain Einstein’s physics. The new Einstein Museum is a spin-off of the great special jubilee Exhibition in Bern of 2005/2007 that was held to celebrate the centenary of the Theory of Relativity and that drew over 350,000 visitors to the Historisches Museum Bern. Reason enough to show the successful show in concentrated form as a permanent exhibit under the name “Einstein Museum”. All exhibition information and captions are in three languages (German, French, English). An iPod Audio Guide is available in 9 languages, including Japanese, Russian and Chinese.


Einstein Collection with an international radiation

Already in the framework of the Special Exhibition in 2005/2006 and in preparation for the opening of the “Einstein Museum”, the exhibition curator Dr. Anne Schmidt succeeded in building up a qualitatively high Einstein Collection. A large part of the objects from the special jubilee exhibition could either be purchased or acquired on permanent loan for the Museum. The result is that the Museum now possesses in its Collection not only Einstein’s Swiss Passport, but also the marriage certificate of Mileva Maric, Einstein’s first wife, and the four papers that the famous physicist wrote in Bern in his wonder year 1905.   

Bern to become the “Einstein City”

The “Einstein Museum” is also intended to attract the large numbers of visitors who regularly come to Bern from abroad. In partnership with Bern Tourism, the aim is that Bern should in future be established as the “Einstein City”. With its Einstein Museum, Einstein House and Einstein Route, Bern as the original setting of Einstein’s wonder year 1905 already offers a wide range of attractions to visitors in the sphere of city tourism. The Einstein Museum is also a partner of Railaway/SBB (Swiss Railways) and offers attractive discounts for rail travellers, groups and school classes.
